Conclave 2011 is swiftly
approaching and there is
nothing we can do to stop it.

First you will need to go to
registration.oasectioné.org,

After being asked to sign up
for your classes and events for
the weekend, there will be a
page where we would like for
you to put all of basic
information such as contact
information, lodge information,
and special notes for the
Conclave staff.

All participants are required to
submit the BSA medical forms A
and C by arrival at Conclave.
Remember the early registration
fee of $32.00 will last until
2/28/201 1, after that the fee will
be $37.00, and the late registration
fee of $47.00 will be after
4/1/2011.
